Background
America the Beautiful is the National Tapestry of the Embroiderers’ Guild of America (EGA). It is comprised of five panels depicting flora, fauna, and natural wonders of the United States. It began its long journey to completion in 2003 when hundreds of members of the EGA worked to fill every inch of the five panels with needlework illustrating the incredible diversity of life in America.
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Tri-Lakes Center for the Arts (TLCA) is hosting the traveling exhibition America the Beautiful during July 2010. In addition, TLCA is sponsoring a call for entries focused on needle and fiber art. Both exhibitions will happen simultaneously. The purpose of America the Beautiful: The Fiber of our Heart is to provide needle and fiber artisans an opportunity to exhibit their art and to further the public’s education and appreciation of their work.

Entries 
The exhibition is a juried show and open to artists both amateur and professional. There are two major categories in the exhibition – needle art and fiber art. All entries must be of

· Original design

· Adapted design – Inspired or based on a source other than needlework

· Commercial - Works that are completed using any element of another designer’s pattern.

Acceptable criteria for each category are available upon request. The exhibition will take place in the Main and Lucy Owens Gallery, July 3-29. Included in each category:

· June 7 – Notification to artist by e-mail with results of jury and additional information on delivery and/or shipping, if accepted

· June 25-26, 12-4:00 daily - Deadline for delivery of entries. Entries received later than 4:00 pm on Saturday, June 26 will not be displayed. This includes mailed entries.
· July 3-29 – Exhibition dates

· July 17 – Reception and demonstrations for the public is on Saturday 1:00-5:00 pm. The reception will be an afternoon tea, and you are encouraged to invite all family, friends, and followers to vote for the People’s Choice Award at the reception.
· July 30 – Pick-up and return mailings 12:00-5:00 pm

· Use no other punctuation other than letters, numbers, or DOTS

Spinning entries can be hand delivered or mailed to TLCA, ATTN: America the Beautiful; PO Box 1154, Palmer Lake, CO 80133. Entries that are mailed must include a prepaid, return postage sticker.

By submitting images for jurying, artists whose submissions are chosen for the exhibition grant Tri-Lakes Center for the Arts the right to use their images for the purpose of marketing the exhibition, TLCA’s programs, and subsequent display on the website and e-newsletters. Artists grant the use of their image(s) as stated without further contact or compensation from TLCA.

Because TLCA does not own your artwork, each artist is responsible for insurance coverage for theft and damage during shipping to and from TLCA. Submission of your work constitutes agreement to abide by these rules
· Artists are encouraged to submit entries for sale. The price is established by the artist and includes a 30% commission going to TLCA
